Shockingly exciting

I’ll Be Back Before Midnight — West Moors Drama Society
Memorial Hall, Station Road, West Moors

“WELL, you asked for blood and.
thunder,” chuckled director
Frank Behennah as he joined his
cast in a curtain call.

We'd certainly not been short-
changed in either department.

Peter Colley’s thriller is studded
with startling effects and this robust
production made the most of them..

Mysterious bloodstains ... a sickle-
swinging madman lurking behind
the curtains ... a door swinging open
fo reveal a gory corpse — the shocks
are thick and fast.

The plot — in which a woman
appears to be going mad (o is some-
one pushing her?) — seemed very
familiar. And the lonely farmhouse
location and scene-setting dialogue,
with its hints of ghostly goings-on,
put me in mind of The Ghost Train.

But despite the absurdities, this
production offered a great evening’s
entertainment.

John Norman was great fun as the
farmer, either bubbling with bucolic
‘humour or lingering over the details
of the latest "orrible murder.

Mark Austin gave a steady
performance as_Greg, the fossil-
hunter whose relationship with his
sister, played with authority by Jane
‘Hilliard, is not all it seems.

And although she took a few
prompts on opening night, I found
Janet Rushton persuasive as Greg's |
troubled wife.

Jeremy Beadle, however, would
have loved the suspenseful scene in
which she switched on a lamp ... and
the light at the opposite end of the
stage came on!
